Arid (hot and dry), Mediterranaan (dry sumimers
and mild, wet winters), Temperate {no estreme
weather, with rainfall throughout the year), Tropical
(high termperatures all yvear reund, with lots of rain),
Polar (adry climate with very low temperatures).

Climate is the average daily and seasonal weather patterns owver a long pericd of time.

The Equator is an invisible line that runs around the centre of the Earth. The closer vou live to the
Equator, the hotter it is.
Az the Earth is tilted onan axis, the Northern and Southern Hemispheres experience different types of
weather at the same time of the year.
