Drawing



	With pencil, can make different marks: dots, dashes, scribbles, sweeping lines, wavy lines, straight lines. NC3

Can use different types of pen to make different types of line. NC3 
	With coloured pencil, can keep within the lines of a drawing when adding colour. NC3

With pastel/charcoal, can make faint, soft lines and apply more pressure to make stronger lines. NC3 
With pastel/charcoal, can blend and smudge. NC3

	With coloured pencil, can block colour by applying pencil strokes in the same direction. NC2

Can use pressure to create hard and soft lines and use soft lines to plan a drawing. NC2

With coloured pencil, can control depth of colour by applying different pressures on the pencil tip. NC2

With pastel/charcoal, can vary the thickness of lines. NC2

	Can use different types of lead pencil to scribble, shade (hatch & cross hatch), dot, dash, circle, spiral. NC2

Can use pressure to create hard and soft lines including using different pencils and use soft lines to plan a drawing. NC2

With pastel/charcoal, can use the side to build up layers of colour. NC2
	Can use hard and soft lines to record detail in the distance, foreground & create shadow and avoid using an eraser. NC2

With coloured pencil, can layer colours to create depth of colour and tone. NC2
